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Statement on Russia's Invasion of Ukraine

On February 24, 2022, a military invasion of Ukraine was launched by President Putin of the Russian
Federation. This is a clear violation of the international law and cannot be tolerated. Since then, the
Russian military invasion has continued, and many people in Ukraine have been forced to leave their
homes, have been injured, and have lost their lives. It was also reported that many Russian soldiers
who were ordered to invade were wounded, and that many citizens who participated in anti-war
demonstrations in Russia were detained. It must be said that an extremely inhumane situation has
arisen.

We, who have been engaged in research on inter-city networks that contribute to international peace,
strongly condemn the military invasion of Ukraine and strongly demand an immediate cessation of

military action and a withdrawal of Russian troops from Ukraine.
